	• Attended Brian Prior’s consecration as the 9th Bishop of Minnesota with Kathy Hamilton. Both were honored to be presenters. Met with Bonnie Anderson, spoke with several bishops, Donn Morgan, greeted the Presiding Bishop, and Bishop Duracin’s (Haiti) special envoy to the US. Met with Bronwyn Skov, the staff officer for Youth and Young Adults, Robert Two Bulls and Earl Gibson. 
• Asian Ministry – Following the Convocation in LA some excellent communication with Ada Nagata has been established.

• Anti-Racism/Reconciliation Conference
   - 6 Dioceses and Navajolands were represented.

   - 5 people not affiliated with the Episcopal Church and one minister from another denomination were also in attendance. Followed by two other denominations on Sunday.
   - 30 people attended the training, ranging from 17-84 in age.
   - Sunday's worship attendance was 51.  All ethnic groups were represented.
   - Andrew Kronenwetter, staff officer for Multicultural Ministries, was in attendance. He reported that the conference was excellent, a real improvement and evolution compared to previous meetings.  It is our hope that we can encourage dioceses to replicate this seminar.
   - The Diocese of Arizona is doing training in Tucson this September. 

• Stewardship Network - Tom Vanderwal asked for and received funds for a small regional stewardship conference in San Joaquin. 

•Work continues on linking diocesan web pages to PVIII.  Need provincial people to help in this process with their respective dioceses.

• Received training from Hallie Murphy, the Adobe Connect specialist from the Diocese of Nevada. Adobe Connect Pro is online meeting software that makes it possible to hold meetings with more than 100 people. The Diocese of Nevada has offered it to us for a cost of $327 for the year.  This is about 1/5 of their license cost.  The rooms are set up and ready to go whenever we want.  If the cost of a meeting for 15 people is at least $5000 in hotels and transportation, this is an excellent alternative.  The Executive Committee moved and seconded to approve the expense. Patricia will ask Hallie Murphy for an invoice.
