	PLC has been set for September 27 (EC, only), September 28-30 for the leadership. Discussion included:  the reason for meeting, the importance of meeting face-to-face, the length of the meeting, the need to find out what the Bishops want from us and our belief in our value and in what we are doing.

Will the registration information from Mercy Center to Pam who has agreed to handle the registration.
Will send the organizational chart to Cordelia, Jack, and Miller for review & input. It has been suggested that the lines of connection to Synod, deputies, and the court of review be clearly defined.

Will create a booklet explaining who we are, what we do, and what our activities, programs, and events are.

The Provincial Leadership Conference I-IX had a conference call April 12. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for December 8-11.  Only the coordinator and one other person from each province would attend the meeting. This meeting is not funded by TEC.  Each province is responsible for the expenses of their representatives. The group meets in Newark because the Council of Advice meets the week before allowing the Bishops to be present and available to attend the conference.  Discussion continues regarding whether or not to meet. Reasons to meet include the need for visibility and the coordinators’ role vis a vis deputies. 

Native American - Indigenous People’s Network:  Continuing to try to contact convener, Paul Lucas, to obtain a report of the “Pinecones to Pineapples” meeting. There is a question as to whether or not Paul is the elected network leader or still the interim due to the number of members who were present.
National Young Adults and Campus Ministries:  Douglas Fenton, staff officer, reports that a new staff officer for Vocations will be named and the office may be located in Seattle.
National Multiculturalism Ministries:  Met with Andrew Kronenwetter, staff officer, to develop a relationship for information exchange and support.

New Bishops:

Bishop Michael Hanley was consecrated Bishop of Oregon last weekend.  Barbara Ross attended the consecration.

Alaska elected Mark Andrew Lattime as its eighth bishop.

	Reviewed the financial statements as of 3/31/10.

 - 22.9% of Assessments have been received.
 - DFMS grant money arrived in early April.

 - On an annualized basis, 10.9 % of Expenses has been realized resulting in a current excess of income over expenses of $5,900.

Discussion included: 1) detail and definition of a travel expense; 2) the status of travel expenses in regard to the travel expense restrictions we approved at the last PLC; 3) funds for/from provincial events that do not come through the provincial books i.e., should all monies for provincial programs/events come through the provincial books, how can this occur if the treasurer is not on site. Jack, Lanny, and Pam will create a draft of financial guidelines for provincial events.
